As places 
are limited, early application is strongly recommended. 
 
Tuition Fee 
 

Students: EUR 875 | Non-Students: EUR 1750 
 
Scholarships are available for the tuition fee, but not for 
travel costs. The fee is subsidized by the organizing 
partners and covers lodging, full board, transfers, 
excursions, program activities, materials, the YES 
Alumni Community membership.  
 
You are responsible for paying and organizing your 
visa, your health and travel insurance (mandatory), your 
travel to Iran, and other personal expenses if any.
